This first-of-its-kind research used the Relative Rate Index (RRI) to explore differences in court
outcomes between Indigenous and White accused. The RRI (shown as a +/- percentage) measures
the likelihood of Indigenous people encountering specific court outcomes relative to their White
counterparts (average from 2005/06 to 2015/16).
